Dear friends. 

In all of our parks of Study and Reflection preparations have begun for the meeting of the second group of disciples on the 7th of August. To this end, the Commissions should take into account the following information. 

Printed Materials 

Attached are the following files: the program, the text of the video "What We’re Doing" and the material of the 4 disciplines in the six languages being used. 
Each disciple should receive a copy of these materials with a complete copy of their chosen discipline (Antecedents and the three quaterns), in their language (photocopied, spiral-bound and with a clear plastic cover). 

Videos 
Most Parks already have copies of these videos. The videos to be used on the 7th can be downloaded at www.silo.net. Please review them with the projection equipment before the meeting. The videos are “What We’re Doing” and the videos of the Antecedents and the three quaterns for each Discipline (including the laboratory video of the Material Discipline). The Commission will screen "What We’re Doing" and the Antecedents of the Disciplines in a common space, then each Discipline will be screened in a separate area for those who have chosen that particular one. All three quaterns should be screened, and then the first quatern should be repeated as the basis for the interchange.

Park Websites
Each Park should put the logistical information for the meeting on its site. (How to get there, the program, costs, etc). Park websites should have a space called "CofS Materials", where, along with a reference to silo.net, they can put the materials – text and videos.

Registration 
We are attaching the information sent by Robby and Pancho regarding who may register for the Disciplines. The Commissions should send an email to all the people registered in their Park, according to the list of participants (of July 3-4), asking them which Discipline they are postulating to and which Park they will be attending. The deadline for that response is July 28. 
This data is needed because it will help us estimate how many participants we will have in each Park and what materials are needed in every Discipline and language. 
Also attached are the lists of all the disciples by Park, country, and last name, for those who change the place where they will be attending at the last-minute. 
After the registration process, at the end of the day the total number of participants and total number of Disciples in each discipline should be sent to Pancho and Robby. Each Park keeps that information and the data for each disciple as a decentralized file.
Organization of the Meeting 
The meeting is organized by the entire Commission and coordinated by the person who has this function. There will be someone in charge of welcoming everyone, giving general explanations, the program of the day, etc. The Masters will not give explanations on this day. A sufficient number of Masters will participate on this day as "helpers”, collaborating in the registration, with miscellaneous tasks, serving coffee, cookies, etc. 

A lot of coordination is required so that the meeting that day has the best conditions for the work of the new disciples.
